SAMA is responding urgently by delivering IV Ringer's Lactate to cholera patients to 
save lives. We are seeking a Monitoring and Evaluation (M&E) Officer based in Tawila to 
monitor and document SAMA’s cholera outbreak response in the region.

1.​ Coordinate with the local partner to ensure the smooth implementation of the 
project. 

2.​ Collect and share information on the cholera outbreak situation in Tawila. 
3.​ Monitor and observe project activities to ensure they are implemented per the 

plan. 
4.​ Document the delivery and use of supplies for cholera patients through both 

written records and photographs. 
5.​ Compile and submit a final report summarizing the project’s activities, outputs,
